A Don’t forget to let Mr. Abels know about all your college acceptance letters. We want
to share the good news with everyone!

A If you haven’t done so already, fill out and send the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal
Student Aid) form online ASAP! You can go to Fafsa.ed.gov to complete it online. You
should get a response in about a week (as opposed to four to six weeks if you do it by
paper). You and at least one of your parents also need to sign up for a “PIN” number to
use as your electronic signature. Sign up for a PIN at Pin.ed.gov. Warning: Do not fill out
your FAFSA on fafsa.com. They will charge you a fee which is NOT necessary as you can
complete the FAFSA free online at the official FAFSA site.

A Check the housing deadlines for each school you applied to. Some require you to turn in
a housing deposit before you get accepted.

A FAFSA deadline is March 10th.  All seniors (and parents) should be finalizing
their FAFSA applications. Please see me if you have questions.

INDY GO LAUNCHES NEW TRIP PLANNER PROGRAM
As part of an effort to encourage more Indianapolis residents and visitors to use the local transit system,
Indy Go has launched an online trip planner: www.IndyGo.net/tripplanner. This new tool provides easy-

to-understand bus trip plans based on user inputs. Similar to MapQuest, users simply enter an origin and
destination-as a landmark, stop or address-and the Trip Planner produces a bus trip plan with route
information, timing, transfers and even a map. Access to the new trip planner is free and available on
the Indy Go homepage.
