Dear Students, Parents, and Guardians,

| want to thank everyone who emailed, called, or spoke to me about last week’s cover letter. |
am please to know that so many of you already share our concerns regarding student activity
on the internet and cell phones. If you didn’t get a chance to read it, it is posted on our
website at www.herronhighschool.org . This letter is a continuation in our effort to help our
students navigate through the complex issues of 21st century technology. One of the greatest
challenges to both families and teachers is how to supervise the many technological tools that
our students have at the touch of their fingers.

This week, there are two issues | want to discuss this week: How Facebook can impact a
student’s personal, academic and economic future and the problem of cell phone usage during
school hours.

First, | suspect that the vast majority of our students have a Facebook page. As we know,
Facebook provides an opportunity for students to chronicle their daily activities, their musings,
and their pictures. Facebook also serves as a useful forum for students to share ideas, discuss
assignments and seek homework help from their peers. However, | am continually shocked at
some of the things students post on their Facebook pages, and also what they feel free to post
on their friends’ pages.

For example, | have seen pictures of students taken at parties at which the students were
clearly engaging in activities that were dangerous to them. | have also read postings that were
filled with inappropriate statements and innuendos. It is clear that many students mistakenly
believe that their Facebook pages are safe places to post their activities and secrets. Itis
important that we make clear to them how dangerous these types of postings can be to their
safety, and also how they can affect their future. For instance, college admissions offices have
become savvy about applicants’ Facebook pages and often have admissions personnel whose
jobs are to search the internet and read their college applicants’ Facebook pages and blogs.
Employers are known to do this as well. Our students need to know that once they post
pictures or writings on the internet, their information becomes public, and with the most
current internet systems, it doesn’t go away.

| strongly recommend that if your student has a Facebook page that you create one for
yourself, and require your student to ‘friend’ you so you can keep informed of your student’s
page. Please also talk with your student about how important it is to be thoughtful about what

they say and post anywhere on the internet. Today’s New York Times recently had an article
titled, “Teenage Insults, Scrawled on Web, Not on Walls.” The article was about Formspring, a
site popular with teenagers which is linked from Facebook and allows anonymous — and often
cruel — postings.

The other issue that | must write about this week is student cell phone usage during the school
day. First of all, | want to assure you that as a mother, | understand the peace of mind that
comes with being one quick phone or text message away from my children. However, our
students must stop carrying their cell phones with them during the day. Students are also
welcome to use the office telephone in case of emergency and parents/guardians may call the
office to reach their student as well.

Last week, a teacher relayed a story to me that | was astonished to hear. It seems as though a
student’s phone rang in seminar. The teacher asked the student for the phone, and the student
replied, “I have to take this message! It is my mom!”

This teacher student exchange inspired me to make the following decision: We are organizing a
committee of teachers, administrators, and parents who will review our current cell phone
policy. Itis important that we have this conversation so that we can share the same
expectations for our students.

I look forward to working to solve these important issues together.

FINAL SEMESTER EXAMS

Herron High School will be administering final semester examinations June 1 through 4, 2010.
Now is an excellent time for students to start studying for these important assessments. As a
college preparatory high school, we ask that you help your student prepare for exams.
Following are concrete ways in which you can help your student.

1. Ensure that there is a quiet place at home for studying.

2. Planin advance when the study hours are going to be each day during the break.

3. Limit their social time outside of the house.

4. Limit their screen time, i.e. TV, movies, videos, video games.

5. Have conversations with your child about their classes and the reviews for exams.

6. Look over and talk with them about their review guides and other classroom materials.
7. Quiz them on the factual materials and have them do sample math problems.

8. Have them write sample essay responses to sample prompts that may appear on their
exams.

During exam week, the school hours will be 9:00 a.m. to 1:40 p.m. Monday through Thursday.
Students will be required to be at school for their exam periods only, and not for their seminars.
Therefore, if a student has a seminar during the first exam period of the day, s/he may arrive at
school at 11:30 a.m. If students have a seminar during the second exam period of the day, they
may leave school at 11:05 a.m. A quiet study room will be provided for students who stay on
campus during their seminar periods. Lunch will be served each day of the exam week.
