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Dear Students, Parents, and Guardians,  
 

Summer Academe’ is collaboration between The Harrison Center for the Arts and Herron High 

School.  One of the great privileges of having Herron located at 110 E. 16th Street is the 

neighborhood and neighbors that work together to help Herron students be the best they can 

be.  They rally around our students as they walk their high school career toward graduation and 

becoming college prepared world-class citizens.  The partnership with The Harrison Center for 

the Arts and Summer Academe’ allows Herron to do four things through the summer months: 

1.       Remediate: Students sometimes fall short during the school year and need to 

obtain a credit in a core class that is needed to graduate.  Summer Academe’ gives 

them the opportunity to do that in a creative environment.  But they do not just gain 

the credit; we work to ensure that they have a full understanding of the core 

subject.  This prepares them for the coming school year and college. 

2.       Eliminate:  Some students will attend Summer Academe’ to eliminate a class or 

two from their school year schedule.  These students take PE and Heath in the 

Summer Academe’ in order to pursue their passions through elective courses during 

the school year.  Some others will take a “next level” math course that will allow 

them to pursue higher math course during the school year to build their high school 

resume to be better applicants for College. 

3.       Integrate: The partnership with The Harrison Center allows us to pursue art and an 

Art History timeline in each and every class we have during Summer Academe’.  We 

have a local artist and professional teacher that will work as a consultant to help us 

with this integration.  By pursuing art in the classroom it allows our students to grow 

in appreciation of culture, the world around them, Indianapolis, and themselves.  It 

helps students to grasp the subjects they are studying in new ways.  It also builds 

belief in them as they see their art and that of their peers being publicly displayed in 

two venues. 
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4.       Create: Summer Academe’ gives us the ability to identify students who are 

moment-makers.  We are able to see those who exemplify what a Herron student is 

by setting the example in class work and behavior.  We provide community service 

opportunities through-out the summer for them to participate.  We will see students 

who become concerned and active in the preservation of the history and historic 

buildings that are in our community.  We will have interns who become invested in 

the organizations they help this summer.  As we identify these moment-makers and 

their moments it will build the momentum we need to form a movement of world-

class citizens.
