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Dear Students, Parents, and Guardians,

Herron High School was given quite an honor this week. Newsweek magazine named us as the
26th Best High School in the nation. We didn’t apply or ask for this award, but it shines a light
on one of the fundamental philosophies of Herron High School: We believe all students should
have access to academic rigor.

We received this designation because we had a large number of our students take AP exams.
You may wonder what this means, and why some lobbyists working for education reform
consider it worth celebrating.

For too long, schools and educators have built academic barriers that screen students’ access to
rigorous courses. Our intention is to not put up these barriers; rather, we build the bridges that
allow our students to be exposed to difficult academic courses. It is not logical to send a
student off to college, but not allow that same student to take an AP or Honors course during
his/her senior year.

Research informs us that students do better in college when they take Advanced Placement
courses in high school. In a recent Texas study, students who took AP courses — even if they did
not score a 3 or higher — preformed significantly better during their freshmen year in college.

This year, a few of our students asked to drop their AP and Honors courses. Unless there were
extreme circumstances involved, we did not allow the students to drop the classes. We are in
the business of preparing students for a successful college career. Offering courses that
demand serious and diligent work from our students is a significant part of that preparation.

Most students who are scheduled into an AP course for the 2010/11 school year have assigned
summer reading in addition to the English/Language Arts summer reading assignments. Please
encourage your student to take these assignments seriously.

Finally, urge your student to take on academic challenges during their high school years.
Rigorous coursework is the best preparation for success in college.
