However, I want to assure you that we build a conservative 

budget, and we are confident that there will be very few noticeable changes in our operation.  As 

always, we will use our resources frugally and strategically; thus, we do not foresee any personnel cut 

backs. 

Our faculty and staff return on Monday, January 4 for a full day of professional development, and our 

students return on Tuesday, January 5.  Tuesday and Thursday will be A Days and Wednesday and 

Friday will be B days.  Semester exams will begin on Monday, January 11th and continue through 

Thursday, January 14th.  Friday, January 15th, will be a time when students with excused absences can 

make up their exams.  Students only need to be at school when their finals are scheduled.  Of course, if 

your student needs to stay at school for a longer period of time, we will supervise them.  Dismissal will 

be at 1:30 p.m. each day during semester exams.  We will not have fifth period during semester exam 

week. 

I urge parents/guardians to make sure their students take some quality time this weekend to begin 

preparing for their exams.  All teachers will issue a semester exam review sheet.  Our philosophy is that 

there should not be any surprises on semester exams.  If students have been engaged in their learning 

all semester and take time to study, their semester finals will be a great opportunity to prove to 

themselves, their teachers and their parents/guardians what material they have mastered during the 

first semester.   If there are still some concepts that are confusing to the students, this coming week is 

the perfect opportunity for students to clarify those issues with their teachers.  We take this time of the 

year extremely seriously.  We will enforce quiet hallways and focused seminars. 

I look forward to talking with many of you this month at our first Lyceum.

The Grand Prize winner with the best overall entry will be awarded $5,000, with multiple cash 

prize awards of $250, $500, $750, $1,500, and $3,000 to students in both middle and high school 

categories.

FAFSA CHECKLIST 
 
These items are needed for parent(s) / guardian(s) and student: 

 Social Security Number  

 Driver’s license  

 Most recent W-2 Forms and other records of money earned 

 Most recent year’s Federal Income Tax Return - IRS Form 1040, 1040A, 1040EZ, 1040Telefile 

 Most recent year’s untaxed income records - Social Security, Temporary Assistance to Needy 

Families, welfare, or veterans benefits records (if applicable) 

 Most recent year’s bank statements - Most recent year’s business and investment mortgage 

information, business and farm records, stocks, bonds, and other investment records (if 

applicable) 

 Alien registration card (if you are not a U.S. citizen) 
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GETTING YOUR PIN NUMBER 

A PIN is a 4-digit number that is used in combination with your Social Security Number, name, and date 

of birth to identify you as someone who has the right to access your own personal information on 

Federal Student Aid Web sites, such as FAFSA on the Web.  

The security of your PIN is important because it can be used to: 

 Electronically sign Federal Student Aid documents 
 Access your personal records, and 
 Make binding legal obligations.  

You and your parents (if you are a dependent student) will need to sign your FAFSA. Your FAFSA cannot 

be processed until your signature(s) are received.  Using a PIN to sign your FAFSA electronically is by far 

the fastest and most reliable way. However, you can print, sign and mail in a signature page, or provide 

signature(s) on your paper Student Aid Report (SAR). .  

You can apply for a PIN while completing a FAFSA on the Web application, or you can go to the Federal 

Student Aid PIN Web site at www.pin.ed.gov  to apply.
