As part of an effort to encourage more Indianapolis residents and visitors to use the local transit system,
IndyGo has launched an online trip planner: www.IndyGo.net/tripplanner. This new tool provides easy-

to-understand bus trip plans based on user inputs. Similar to MapQuest, users simply enter an origin and
destination-as a landmark, stop or address-and the Trip Planner produces a bus trip plan with route
information, timing, transfers and even a map.
