Dear Students, Parents and Guardians,

Most of us in this year of 2010 use electronic devices to communicate. Email has virtually

replaced the traditional handwritten letter; most of us count on cell phones to stay in contact

with our business and personal contacts. Thousands of us have Facebook pages on which we

post our daily activities and thoughts as well as many personal pictures that we feel are

appropriat e t o share with our ‘“friends.” As a mo
stay in touch with one’s children. Only thos
can predict how the next technological device will impact the way we communicate with one

another —both for good and for ill.

However, we must deal with the fact that these devices such as cell phones, emails, and Face
Book pages, also bring serious temptations and dangers to our children.

You have heard about the tragedy of Phoebe Prince from South Hadley, Massachusetts.
Phoebe Prince, age 14, committed suicide on January 14, 2010, because she could no longer
stand the bullying that she was constantly faced with from her classmates. While the bullying
was occurring at school, the most hateful and salacious words were being launched at her
through cyberspace. The tragic story of how she came to America from Ireland last summer,
entered high school last fall, was tormented daily until she took her life in January, became an
international news story from which we all need to learn from and prevent this type of tragedy
at all costs.

At Herron High School, Dr. Cooney, Mr. Harris, Mr. Hinkle and | spend countless hours working
with our students when they have conflicts with one another. Nearly 100% of the time, these
conflicts either have started or are worsened through emails, Facebook postings or text
messaging. We are grateful that our students trust us enough to come to us for help to work
through their problems. Nevertheless, we grow more troubled by the increasing amount of
much time our students are spending using cyber communication, what they are saying to one
another, and what time of night they are using their communication devices.

We have learned that students will certainly say more hurtful things to one another via
cyberspace than they would if they were standing face to face with one another. Last week, a
student came to us upset about a text message that the student received from another student
at 3:00 a.m. on a school night! 3:00 a.m. on a school night! When we talked with the student
who had sent the text, | asked the student *“W
replied “1 always do that.” Wh e ndnbidebthat er t al



the student was awake and texting in the wee
we had several prior reports from teachers complaining that this particular student had a hard
time staying awake in class.)

As a move to have Herron High School families and staff work together to solve this problem
and prevent a bigger one, here are a few suggestions for right now:

1 Require your child to place his/her phone in its charger prior to going to bed.
1 Place the charger in your bedroom
1T Make certain that all computers in the home
you can monitor how your student is using the computer and what he/she is viewing
and responding to.
1 Use screening software on your computer to block out sites that you do not want your

AFTER HOURS PROCEDURES

Herron High School has a great number of after school activities for our students to become
engaged in, however, we have been encountering problems with students who are not involved
in these groups or activities and are not leaving the building or premises once school is let out.
This is a problem for the student as no one is available to monitor their safety or hold them
accountable for their behaviors. It is very important for the safety of our students that they
have established a ride home or a safe place to be once school is over.

In order to manage this issue we will be documenting the names of the students who have
been staying after hours and are not permitted to be in the school building or on the grounds.
We will be making a call to parents alerting them to this issue and reinforcing the need for
students to be out of the school and off the grounds when school is let out. We thank you in
advance for your cooperation with this matter.

HERRON HIGH SCHOOL DRUG PoOLICY

Herron High School is a tobacco, drug, and alcohol-free campus. Any possession or use of these
substances is strictly prohibited and will minimally result in confiscation, suspension and a

Discipline Board Hearing. Possession of these substances with the intent to distribute or sell will
result in expulsion and possible arrest. Students and parents should clearly understand that the
