Sketchbooks

All students are required to have an unlined sketchbook (at least 8x10”) in class at all times.  It is an integral part of any art class to maintain a working sketchbook.  Every student will be required to keep and work in a sketchbook for every art class they take (One class = One sketchbook/Two classes = Two sketchbooks).  Students will be responsible for keeping notes on discussions held during class in their sketchbooks for reference.  Students will use their sketchbooks to help plan, design, revise, and journal about their projects. 
Students will also be responsible for establishing and maintaining a strict drawing routine outside of the classroom.  Students should spend at least an hour drawing outside of the classroom for every class period they have in an art class (Five classes in a two week sketchbook grading period = Five hours of drawing in a two week sketchbook grading period).  Sketchbooks will be collected roughly every other Friday.  No sketchbook, no grade.

Sketchbooks will be worth a total of 50 points.  25 of these points will be given to assess weekly assignments that Mr. Renwick provides.  The remaining 25 points will be given to assess your “free drawing.”  Students are always encouraged to use this opportunity for “free drawing” to practice concepts covered in class.  However, students are also encouraged to experiment and explore topics and themes of interest.
