Introduction to Two Dimensional Art
Mrs. Vickers
hvickers@herronhighschool.org
Course Description:  

This course will explore the process of both drawing and painting for beginning students.  An emphasis will be placed on the impact art and creativity had on ancient human beings and cultures.  The knowledge gained from the study of ancient cultures and their art will be used to help understand the artistic processes humans are using today.  As a beginning art course, a primary focus will be on the Elements and Principles of Art.  Observational and realistic drawing will be a major component of this course, but students will be encouraged to explore other creative concepts as well.  
We will spend the first half of this course studying the Elements and Principles of Art as they relate to drawing.  We will devote a significant amount of time and effort studying the human figure and still life.  We will use a variety of mediums in the attempt to become better at rendering realistic form and space.

The second half of this course will be spent studying the Elements and Principles of Art as they relate to painting.  We will focus on observational drawing and painting from life.  This course is designed to help you improve your realistic drawing and painting skills. We will draw all of our ideas from realistic study an observation. 

Everyday you will be expected to work the full 90 minutes of this class.  Homework will be assigned from time to time, but the majority of work will be done in class.  As a result, a significant percentage of your grade will come from the attitude, hard work, and responsibility you demonstrate in class.  

Be prepared to read, write, draw, and most importantly work hard.   
Class Rules:  Be Nice, Work Hard, Keep it Clean
Expectations:

1.  Come to class prepared with the correct supplies and attitude.  

You MUST have the following items in class EVERYDAY:  a pencil, eraser, paintbrushes, your sketchbook, and your agenda in your 2-D folder.

Please make sure your pencil is sharpened before class begins.
2.  RESPECT yourself, others, tools, and materials at all times.

This includes language, feelings, personal property, and school property.  Rudeness in any shape or form will not be tolerated (this includes name calling).  Everyone has the right to be here, feel safe and comfortable in this environment.  If you choose not to handle art materials properly, they will be taken away.  This is for your safety.

3.  Clean up after yourself.

Place supplies and materials in the correct location indicated by the teacher.  Your table will not be allowed to leave the classroom until you have cleaned up properly.
4.  Remain in your assigned seat.

Class Procedures:

1.  When you enter the classroom: you are to immediately find your bell work for the day, go quietly to your assigned seat, and begin working.  If you are not quietly working on bell work when the bell rings, you will be tardy.

Discipline Policy:  

Procedures will be followed as outlined in the Herron High School Universal Classroom Policies.  Remember, if you waste my time you will serve a detention.  This is an elective class.  If you can not follow the rules and procedures you can be permanently removed and placed in a seminar.
Grading Policy:
LATE WORK = 70% MAX Students will be given one day for every day missed to complete and turn in assignments.  All work that is not submitted on the due date will receive a “70%” Maximum.  It is the student’s responsibility to communicate absences and arrange the appropriate measures to submit late work.
Sketchbooks:  
All students are required to have an unlined sketchbook (at least 8x10”) in class at all times.  Students will be responsible for keeping notes on discussions held during class in their sketchbooks.  Students will use their sketchbooks to help plan, design, and revise their projects.  Students will also be responsible for establishing and maintaining a strict drawing routine outside of the classroom.  Students should spend at least one hour drawing outside of the classroom for every hour spent drawing inside of the classroom.  I expect at least 5 hours of work each time a sketchbook is submitted Sketchbooks will be collected roughly every other Friday you have class.  No sketchbook, no grade.    
Principles,  Elements and History Quizzes:
Expect to be quizzed on the Principles, Elements and History of Art multiple times through out the semester.  Be prepared to have a variety of quiz formats.  Some quizzes may be traditional vocabulary assessments.  Other quizzes may ask you to demonstrate your knowledge of the Principles and Elements by drawing.  The bottom line is that you will need to know the Principles and Elements of Art.  
*Students must come to class prepared to learn and work.  This means students will need pencils, sketchbooks, student agendas folders, and other materials necessary for the given project.  Points will be deducted if students fail to bring these materials to class.
